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SECOND  ANNOUNCEMENT

The International Centre for Heat and Mass Transfer (ICHMT) and Visualization Society of Japan (JVS) are pleased to announce VIM-01, an international symposium on Visualization and Imaging in Transport Phenomena taking place in Antalya, Turkey from 14th to 19th of October, 2001.

BACKGROUND

Visualization is the art of transforming normally invisible phenomena into visual measurable events by utilizing, for example, fluid or solid tracers, or by changing wavelengths and refractory techniques. Reynold’s original experiments in which colored tracer streaks allowed him to distinguish between laminar and turbulent flows is probably one of the first recorded quantitative visualization studies.  Imaging involves recreation of the image of the physical entity from data-sets generated by the various imaging techniques, e.g. CT, MRI, Ultrasound, as well as newer visualization techniques.

SCOPE

The outstanding recent progress in computer technology and image processing now allows to address, simulate and analyze very complicated 3D dynamic systems involving momentum, energy and/or mass transfer in the practice of engineering and medicine.  These include analysis and display of vectorial fields, tensorial data sets, and sequential dynamic events which occur in the 3D space and involve one or more temporal variables. The success of the International Symposium on Imaging in Transport Processes, organized by the International Center for Heat and Mass Transfer (ICHMT) in Athens, Greece, in 1993, suggests the need to review new modern developments and anticipate future research efforts. 

Attention will be focused on visualization, measurement and analysis of velocity, concentration and temperature fields in non-animate systems and transport and motion in living tissues. Of particular interest is the interplay between visualization of Transport Phenomena, and the quantitative information contained within the visual images, leading to better design of engineering devices and better diagnostics and therapeutics in physiological systems.

ORGANIZATION

Abstracts and full papers must be submitted in English. Summaries should contain sufficient information about the problem, methodology and original new results.

There will be oral and poster presentations of contributed papers in each session. All contributed papers will be evaluated and accepted for presentation based on extended abstracts. Final decision concerning oral versus poster will be made according to author's selection and session topics. The oral presentations will be chosen to highlight a specific subject within a session theme, and not necessarily for their scientific quality. The number of oral presentations will therefore be more limited in number to provide more time for posters.

The authors may also present their most recent work as a poster without having to write a paper. There will be special sessions for recent-work posters.

All papers, keynotes, oral and poster presentations (except the posters dedicated to most recent work with no paper) will be peer-reviewed for publication and published in a dedicated volume of proceedings in the Annals of New York Academy of Sciences shortly after the symposium.
